This must be used, adapted and applied in conjunction with Risk Assessment No.1 and any appropriate site specific RA

· Detailed weather forecast and water level prediction
· Adequate clothing and equipment
· Local knowledge and knowledge of venue used
· Familiarity of venue to leader 
· Appropriate protective clothing
· Reserve method of lighting 
· Extreme caution in old mineral mines with use limited to NAMHO inspected venues
· Limited exposure in high radon areas
· Careful training and supervision of belaying should take place with novices

· If students are to belay, a carefully structured teaching session is required to ensure complete understanding.  Thereafter, careful direct supervision is required.
