This stretch of beach is rocky and backed by unstable cliffs.  As tides rise the exits are cut off and at high tide the sea comes up to the base of the cliff.  At low tide particularly there are enough sandy areas for building sand castles but it is not a good beach for wide ranging games. It is popular for fossil hunting and rock pool studies and groups visiting the Youth Hostel and the coastal villages will want to spend some time on the beach. Because of the rocks and uneven depth of water, great care in the selection of area must be exercised if the group are to be allowed to paddle. The beach is not suitable for swimming. The approach from the road down to Boggle Hole to the Robin Hood’s Bay part of the beach crosses a small stream.  Young people should wear wellingtons or be prepared to get their footwear wet.
