	GENERIC SITE SPECIFIC RISK ASSESSMENT – CHROME HILL CIRCUIT

This is a great walk of about 2 hrs duration taking you over the dramatic ridge of Chrome Hill, which dominates the area around Hollinsclough. This risk assessment should be completed alongside the ‘Walking’ risk assessment. 

Note that in order to comply with policy you should feel confident that you can reach a road in less than half an hour from any point on the walk. As there are significant hazards and route finding is not straight forward the leader should have pre-walked the route preferably with a group or have a hill walking qualification. The leader should be sufficiently confident on the terrain to be able to assist others if required.  There must be a qualified first aider with the group.  The leader may need to write a specific risk assess to take account of any special needs or specific purpose of the walk. 

· Do not attempt in windy conditions – the hill is very exposed and the drop potentially lethal.

· Do not attempt unless you can trust the group to respond to instructions and stay together.

· Do not attempt in wet conditions unless group and leader are experienced walkers with suitable footwear.

An alternative ascent can be made from the E to the summit, which is shorter and safer but less dramatic.  Care is still needed at the top where the edge is precipitous.

· Avoid ridge in wet and or windy conditions

	Slipping on steps and stiles’

Stepping stones – injury
	· Wear sensible/appropriate outdoor footwear

· Warn group that limestone can be dangerously slippery – especially in the wet

· Manage the group closely and keep the group together so that leader can monitor speed of movement over stiles-some of which are wobbly

· Use bridge avoiding stepping stones if wet
	
	
	


	Exposure – injury
	Briefing to young people.  

· Hill very exposed to elements. 
· Wear or carry suitable clothing.  
Note that even a minor injury could hold the group up so getting cold very quickly
	
	
	

	Livestock - Injury

Loss of goodwill of locals
	· Group keep close formation and walk calmly in fields with livestock. Often a bull in one of the fields. 

· Young people to keep to footpaths – even though this is ‘Open Access’ land some paths are concessionary. Do NOT cross the valley directly between Hollins Hill and Chrome Hill.

· Do not chase livestock
