For establishment led activities a BOF Level 2 qualification is recommended or evidence of significant experience and level of competence approved by the OVC with advice from the SOLASM.
	
	
	

	Young people separated from group, abuse by member of the public.
	· Apply appropriate group control measures e.g. younger 

· participants work in pairs.

· Ongoing risk assessment carried out by leader during the activity.

· Supervise visits to the public toilets

· Choose suitable routes and courses for young people

· Ensure map reading skills are well taught at the beginning of the session

· Plan made for emergency e.g. lost participant
	
	
	

	Remote supervision
	· If remote supervision is proposed, plan activity with reference to control measures in generic risk assessment for ‘All Visits’

· Set clear boundaries and times of return

· Staff remain at agreed location
	
	
	

	Extreme weather, cold or sun/heat 
	· Pre-planning, equipment lists to group, kit checked before departure

· Consideration of forecast, use of suitable clothing and equipment, dry spare clothing and emergency equipment 
	
	
	

	Slips, trips and falls, drowning
	· Take care walking up and down stairs/steps

· Take care running down the hills, especially when the grass is wet.

· Keep young people away from the edge of the Lake

· Ongoing risk assessment by leader around the Lake, try to avoid by careful route planning

· Do not climb on trees, old buildings such as the ‘Boat house’ or the ditch around the formal gardens.

· Suitable footwear worn
	
	
	

	Animals

(Bites, mauling)
	· DOGS

· Participants should be clearly briefed about dogs. If approached bya dog stand still, give no eye contact and fold arms in 

· If participants come into contact with dog faeces instruct them to wash it off immediately. 
· DEER

· Do not approach deer 

· Deer will be especially dangerous during the rutting season (Sept. – Oct.) and calving season (June – July)

· Do not feed the deer

· Pick up all litter as this can harm the deer

· Respect their space

· GEESE

· Beware of the geese around the Lake as they can nip clothing and fingers looking for food.
	
	
	

	Building/Site works
	· Brief and warn participants

· Do not cross boundary fences

· Adhere to any warning signs
	
	
	

	Golf Course – hit by golf ball
	· Ensure that young people are aware that the golf course is out of bounds.

· Do not cross any fences
	
	
	

	Illness or accident
	· One leader to be responsible for first aid and carry first aid kit.

· Do not touch/eat any fungi or berries
	
	
	

	Behaviour or special needs of individual pupils
	· Suitable arrangements are made for young people with special educational needs as outlined in Generic Risk Assessment for ‘All Visits’
	
	
	

	Pre-existing medical condition (asthma, epilepsy, diabetes etc)
	· Use recommended parental/carer information and consent forms

· Obtain information from parents and ensure mediation available

· Ensure medication available 

· Plan suitable courses using pairing, shadowing or close supervision as appropriate
